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The Judgment and Long—term Trend Forecast of Foreign Trade Dependence Ratio in Guangdong

Province: Based on International and Domestic Comparison
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Abstract: This paper compares the difference of RFTD among different countries and different provinces, then judges
the level of the RFTD in Guangdong province and forecasts its long-term trend of the RFTD according to the view of
industrial structure and trading structure. The results reveal that the nominal RFTD in Guangdong is high and will still
rise in the following years, but the rising speed will slow down and in the long term will decrease after the transition.
Finally, it proposes suggestions on foreign trade policy and economic development strategy.
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
